___Foreign Language Requirement: Successful completion of 2 years of high-school-level foreign language or 2 semesters of college-level foreign language





Major Electives (20 Hours)
This transfer track prepares students to enter environmental science programs having emphasis on the research and field aspects rather than the policy-making aspects of environmental concerns.  The natural science option has unique prerequisites for the upper division studies.  It is strongly recommended that students be familiar with the admissions requirements of the university they plan to attend.  Most colleges of arts and sciences require an intermediate level of proficiency in a foreign language beyond that required for admissions to the university.
