 Associate of Arts Deqgree -

University Transfer Degree — a two-year degree designed for you to transfer to a Florida public four-
year institution as a junior to complete a bachelor's degree program. The A.A. degree provides the
courses of study equivalent to those offered in the freshman and sophomore years at Florida's state
colleges and universities, or you can choose one of GCSC's 4 Bachelor Degree programs

The AA degree requirements consist of general education requirements and electives to prepare for
a Bachelor’s degree

Many majors at the universities require specific courses to be taken as part of the AA degree, both
within general education and within the electives. Known as common prerequisites, these specific
courses are to be taken prior to transferring by all students who plan to enter a particular major
within the university system

GCSC University Transfer Tracks are designed for a student who plans to earn the Associate in Arts
degree and transfer to one of the state universities or state colleges in Florida as a junior.

 Associate of Science Degree

Workforce/Technical Degree - a two-year degree designed to teach you the skills and credentials to
enter the workforce

Criminology and criminal justice encompass the
scientific study of crime, criminals, the lawmaking
process, the criminal justice system, and the
treatment of offenders. Completion of the track leads
to an Associate of Ars degree, which constitutes the
first two years of a Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of
Science degree (a four-year degree). Students may
complete the remaining two years of the four-year
degres in criminology at Florida State or at several of
Florida’s major universiies. The purpose of this
program is to prepare students to continue their
educational pursuits which lead to careers in federal
law enforcement (FBI; Drug Enforcement
Administration; U.5. Marshal's Service; Bureau of
Aleohol, Tobacoe and Firearms; Immigration &
Maturalization Service; Internal Revenue Service; .
5. Postal Service and the Central Intelligence
Agency). as well as careers as prosecuting or
defense attorneys, judges, court administrators,
probation/parcle officers, juvenile court case workers,
crminal analysts, and criminal research scientists.

Grade Forgiveness- Students may .
repeat a course when a grade “D” or “F”

has been earned. Only the final grade
received shall be used in computing GPA. .
